  1.  The Flood 



The Days of Noah:  Eating 
     Drinking 
     Marrying 
     Violence 
     Immorality 





  Eight people were ready 



The rest ignored the warning signs 
The flood came and took them away 



Homicide 
Suicide 
Infanticide 
Genocide 
 
World Wars 
Evolution 
Pornography 
Sexual Perversion 
Divorce 
Drugs 
Lawlessness 
Stealing 
 



- The flood removed the wicked from 
the earth 
 
- Noah and his family remained on 
the earth 
 
- Jesus will remove the wicked from 
the earth at His return 
 
- The righteous will remain and enter 
Jesus’ kingdom 



There will be two men in the field, 
  
 - one will be taken  
  
 - one will be left (ready) 
 
 
  
 At the Coming of Christ 
 



Two women will be grinding at the mill    
  
 - one will be taken 
  
 - one will be left  (ready) 



Therefore be on the alert, for you 
do not know which day your Lord 
is coming – vs. 42 
 
 
 
 



2.  The Thief – vs. 43 
 
This is what you do know: 
 
The Thief does not announce his coming 
 
The Head of the House would not have allowed 
his house to be broken into, had he known 
what time of the night, the thief was coming. 
 
Therefore be ready >>> 
 



For this reason, you also must be ready; 
for the Son of Man is coming at an hour 
when you do not think He will.  Vs. 44 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



3.  Two Servants – vs. 45-51 
 
Faithful and Sensible Servant – vs. 45-47 
  
The head of the house is gone 
 He is in charge of the household 
 He gives food at the proper time 
 
The head of the house returns 
 He is rewarded 
 He is placed in charge of all his 
 possessions. 
 
Ready and Faithful 



Evil Servant  - vs. 48-51 
  
The head of the house is gone 
   He is in charge of the household 
   He thinks the owner will be gone a long time 
   He beats fellow servants 
   He eats and drinks with drunkards 
 
The head of the house returns 
 On a day he does not expect it 
 At an hour which he does not know 
 He is punished  
  
He was not ready or faithful because he was evil 



The Servant:  Two Servants 
 
The faithful servant honors His master 
while he is gone, and is rewarded 
 
The evil servant in his master’s absence is 
violent and self-indulgent.  His master’s 
unannounced return results in terrible 
punishment 
 
Be Ready and Be Faithful – Heart issue 



4.  The Wedding – 25:1-13 
 
The Parable of the Ten Bridesmaids 



The Five wise brought extra oil 
 

The Five foolish were not prepared 



Those who were ready went in with 
the bridegroom to the wedding feast, 

and the door was shut. 



Be on the alert then, for you do

John 14:1-3 
 
1 "Do not let your heart be troubled; believe in 
God, believe also in Me.   
 
2 "In My Father's house are many dwelling 
places; if it were not so, I would have told you; 
for I go to prepare a place for you.   
 
3 "If I go and prepare a place for you, I will 
come again and receive you to Myself, that 
where I am, there you may be also. 
 



1 Cor 15:51-53 
  
51 Behold, I tell you a mystery; we will not all 
sleep, but we will all be changed,  
 
52 in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at 
the last trumpet; for the trumpet will sound, 
and the dead will be raised imperishable, and 
we will be changed.  
 
53 For this perishable must put on the 
imperishable, and this mortal must put on 
immortality. 



1 Thess 1:9-10 
 
9 For they themselves report about us what 
kind of a reception we had with you, and how 
you turned to God from idols to serve a living 
and true God,  
 
10 and to wait for His Son from heaven, whom 
He raised from the dead, that is Jesus, who 
rescues us from the wrath to come. 



1 Thess 4:15-18 
 
15 For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, 
that we who are alive and remain until the coming of 
the Lord, will not precede those who have fallen 
asleep.  
 
16 For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven 
with a shout, with the voice of the archangel and with 
the trumpet of God, and the dead in Christ will rise 
first.  
 
17 Then we who are alive and remain will be caught 
up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord 
in the air, and so we shall always be with the Lord.

13 looking for the blessed hope and the 
appearing of the glory of our great God 
and Savior, Christ Jesus,  
 
14 who gave Himself for us to redeem us 
from every lawless deed, and to purify for 
Himself a people for His own possession, 
zealous for good deeds.
